A dintos Ser ont azain at day becak, amd about poon came to their first maize ficld where
we dizeovered two spaws ad a0 e wonnan s who bl evane that morning from their new for
to wot corn. Dt s the ereek Liv between ns and the comticld thongh we wonld fain have the
weonnen it was Bpos<ible to fond the strean without Tebng seen and then diseoveral. We thepe
fore, sdopted the vesalution toavoid thee eorntivhd and the reced, and tarned i theoneh thie wonnls
so s nol to beoseen, Nevived aluat twe ofclock fo the afternoon within sicht of their forr, which
W diseovered sitnate on 2 _..n._.,. _;.._m:. RIR sl e toree T twor — Taentenant e s dionr e il
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wus piling wood there and who sent forth a terrible soream which wis heand by the Indians who
were standing and working near the fort, wo instantly fell upon them.  The Indians rushed forth.
with through the fort towurds their houses, which stood about a stone’s throw from the fort, in
order to secure their arms, and thus hastily picked up o few guns and hows sud arrows, bnt we
were 50 hot at their heels that they were foreed to leave many of them behind,  We kept up »
sharp fire on themn nud pumsiued thein so closely thut they lesped into the ereck which ran in front
of the lower part of their maize land, On reaching the opposite side of the kill, they conrage-
ously returned our fire, which we sent back, so that we were obliged to send w0 party weross to
dislodge them. In this attack, the Indians lost their Chicef, wuned Jiywyunnackhen, fourteen
other warriors, four women und three ehiildren, whom we spw Iving both vn this and on the other
side of the creck but probably many more were wonnded, when rushing frome the fort to the
houses, when we did give them a brave chiarge.  On onr side three weru killed und six wornmled
and we liave recovered three and twenty Christian prisouers out of their hunds.  We have also
taken thirteen of them prisoners, both men and women, besides an old man whio accompanied us
about half an honr but would not go farther. We took him aside and gave him his st weal,
A Captive Indian Child died on the way, so that there rannined eleven of them still our prisoners,
The enemny being conquercd, we reviewal onr men; found we had one wounded more than we
had horses. Convened the Council of War; submitted to them what wis now best for us to do
rolative to eutting down the maize.  The Cowneil of War decided that we could indeed ent it
Jdown, but were any more of our wen wouided, how could they be ranoved having alrendy one
more than we had horses, and this one must be bore, with great tronble, on a litter by two.
Remlved to let the mnize stand for the present ; plundered the honsca wlierein was considorabile
buoty, such as bear skius, deer skins, nolessrn, hlankets, clk hides, besides several othor saller
articles many of which we were ubliged to leave heliind thst we could not bring aling with us,
for we conld well fill a sloop. We destroyed as much us we coulid; broke the kettles into pieces;
got also twenty-four or five guns, more than the half of which we sinashed and threw the barrels
Liere nud there in the stream, Lacking and Urenking in pieces as mmny as wo eould.  Found, also,
several horns and bags of powder, in all about twenty pounds ;. ot whso thirty-one lelts and some
strings of wawmpin ; took the best of the booty along and resolvel to set off. Plieed the wonnded
on the horses and had one earried in a blanket on poles by two soldiers in tarns.  Sct out thus in
good order on our return and marclied that day full two niles from the fort.  The fort was a
perfoct square with one row of palisades set all round heing about fifteen feet above, and three
foet under gronnd,  They luul already completed 1wo angles of stout palisades, all of them almost
as thick as & man's body, having two rows of portholes, one ahove the other; and they were busy
at the third angle.  Thuse angles were constricted so solid and strong #s not to bo excelled by
Cliristians,  The fort was not =0 lirge as the one we had slready burnt.  The Chiristian prisoners
informed us that they were removed every night into the woods, eacli night to a different place,
throngh fear of the Duteh, and hronght Tack in the morning ; but on the day before we attacked
themn, a Moheek visited thens, who slept with them during the night,. When they would convey
the Chiristian Captives again into the woods, the Medeock said to the Esoprs Indiuns — What !
do you carry the Cliristiun prisoners every pight into the woods?  To which they answered — yes.
Wherenpon the Mohawk said, Lot themn remain at liberty here for you live so far in the woods
that the Duteh will not come hither, for they cannot come 8o fur without being discovered before
they reach you, Wherefore they kept the pri<oners by them that night.  The Mokawk depurted
in the morning for the Mawess dugs and Jeft & now blanket and two pieces of cloth which fell to ns
al~0 as hooty ; and we eame just that day and foll on them so that a portion of them is entirely
