At the instance of Coll. Evans, an Indian boy called Mingo, said
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to be imported into this Provinee, contrary to the Act of Assembly,
intituled an.act to prevent the Importation of Indian slaves, passed
in the year 1705, Was presented to the Board to be disposed of
according to the Directions of that act; But no Evidence being
produced how he was imported, the matter was referred.
